We have performed the procedures enumerated below on Delegate Election for the UA Convention of Local
675 of the United Association of Journeymen and Apprentices of the Plumbing and Pipe Fitting Industry of
the United States and Canada (UA-Local 675) held on March 11, 2026. UA-Local 675’s management is
responsible for the Delegate Election for the UA Convention.

UA-Local 675 has agreed to and acknowledged that the procedures performed are appropriate to meet the
intended purpose of assisting the Election Committee in ballot counting and certify the election of delegates
of UA-Local 675. This report may not be suitable for any other purpose. The procedures performed may not
address all the items of interest to a user of this report and may not meet the needs of all users of this report
and, as such, users are responsible for determining whether the procedures performed are appropriate for
their purposes.

The procedures and associated findings are as follows:
Procedures Performed for Ballot Counting and Certifying the Election of UA-Local 675 Delegates for the UA

Convention held on March 11, 2026:

1. Accompanied the Election Chairman at the designated time to retrieve all returned business reply
envelopes containing secret ballots from the specified post office boxes, including any undeliverable
returned mail, if applicable.

2. Maintained continuous custody of all returned business reply envelopes from the time of pickup
until delivery to the designated secure location.

3. Observed the Election Committee, under the oversight of the Election Chairman, as they sort the
returned business reply envelopes alphabetically and verify the eligibility of each envelope.

4. Took custody of all eligible secret ballot envelopes and thoroughly mixed them to ensure
randomness.

5. Compared the total number of eligible ballots to the total number of recorded voters on the voter
list.

Opened each secret ballot envelope and placed the ballots face down to maintain confidentiality.
Counted the votes twice, using two separate worksheets to ensure accuracy.

Compared the independent vote tallies and resolved any discrepancies identified.
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Prepared the final vote tally and delivered the certified results to the Election Committee for
announcement.

Findings:

There were 247 eligible secret ballots for the election held on March 11, 2026, at 720 lwilei Road,
Honolulu, Hawaii 96817, of which 246 ballots were counted and 1 ballot was determined to be invalid
(marked for more than 23 candidates).

Based on the procedures performed, we hereby certify that the valid ballots resulted in the following
total votes by candidate, presented below in order from highest to lowest vote count.
